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 We thank the Lord for our many Christian friends who introduce us to their 

Muslim friends, neighbors, medical professionals, gas station employees, or colleagues. On our recent trip, a 
Christian friend asked me to meet one of his Muslim friends who showed great interest in the Biblical Jesus, 
but believed that Islam was the message for today’s world. He had questions that, as an ex-Muslim, perhaps 
I could answer. I accepted the invitation. We had a five hour long conversation. The Muslim friend tried his 
best to present the way of Islam as the only answer to the world’s problems. I, on the other hand, referred 
to a greater problem (the heart) and how God has provided the answer – Jesus. He was referring to the Law 
of Moses and also the law of Muhammad to straighten the world out; I 
was referring to God’s grace and mercy that has come through Christ 
(John 1:17; Ephesians 2:3-9; Titus 3:4-7).  

While my Muslim friend upheld the Shari’a (Islamic law), I told 
him that Christ is the end of the law (Rom 10:4). He insisted on 
righteous works in the Islamic way as a surety to enter paradise; I 
showed him that even Muhammad said that was not possible except 
through God’s grace and mercy. I told him that God has already sent 
that grace and mercy through Jesus, and whoever believes in him will 
not perish (John 3:16). He asked me why I did not follow Muhammad. In response, I read to him Hebrews 1:1-
2, which says that God has spoken through Jesus, His living Word in these last days.  

Since I was pinning my case and point of view on the Bible, he brought up two allegations: that the 
Bible is corrupted and it is abrogated by the Qur’an. I gave him documentary evidence and quotes from his 
authority, the Qur’an, which declares the Torah and the Gospel writings as having the commands of God. 
The people of the book (Christians and Jews) should follow them (Sura 5:44-48; 3:4; 6:34 etc.). He seemed 
to be a good reader so I gave him two of my books as well on the questions of the integrity of the Bible and 
assurance of eternal life.  

On the way back home, it struck me how ironic it is that, persecuted by other Muslims, his family 
found refuge in the West. Now as a young man, he was supporting the very people who caused him as a 
teen to flee and was in favor of them Islamizing the West. I am glad that after many pages of 
correspondence, he seems to be thinking more about his eternity and the answer given through Christ.  

Dear Friend, there are many in the West who need to know that Jesus is the answer to lasting peace! 
Do you know that the young man who orchestrated the Manchester explosion 
was a son of Libyan parents who fled Libya during the regime of Colonel 
Gaddafi? Ironically, the family who fled Islamist violence finds their son accused 
of it. Just please consider this with me – what if he had been reached to know 
about the real Christ?
