Traffic on our websites, as usual, has
increased. Many Muslims write to us or comment in response to articles and videos. Steven continues to
answer their queries. Genuine inquirers are put in contact with other Christian friends in their areas.

Steven has finished writing the script for the program ‘Iman wa Amal’ (Belief & Practice) in Urdu. He
is now going through it to check on continuity and synchronize it to the level of understandings in the daily
language of Muslims in Pakistan and India. He will then translate it into English. The duration of each
program will be 20 minutes allowing for the TV/Satellite networks to have time for their own adverts, etc.

Steven and Karen continue to travel and speak at churches and fellowships on various subjects
related to Islam and Christianity to help the body of Christ to become aware of how to share the gospel with
Muslims. For security reasons we do not advertise or publish in our newsletters or on our websites our
whereabouts. However, as you open doors in your own churches, we try

to send emails to all those on our newsletter list when we are scheduled
to be in your area and open to other appointments while in that area.

We thank God for modern tech and for your prayerful support that
enables us to reach people even in Pakistan, India, and the Middle East.
We help both Muslims and Christians over the Internet through various
means, including e-mail correspondence, Skype, face to face visits, and
interviews as well as other resources. This ministry provides, according to
funds available, resources for outreach to missionaries and local workers.
Certainly there is a limit as at times we put appeals on the back burners,
waiting for the Lord’s timing.
